Paul Murphy, born into a family of horse dealers, trainers and riders
based near the town of Castlemaine in County Kerry, experienced
from an early age, the difficulties and dangers involved in breaking
untrained horses for the first time. Spurred on by the growing general
awareness of safety and by a personal interest in making his own
life easier, Paul set about inventing the Ardall. From very rough
beginnings, the prototype was revised and refined until it became
what it is today; effective yet elegant and above all, affording a level
of safety to the initial breaking of untrained horses heretofore
unknown. First launched at the 2011 Dublin Horse Show, the Ardall
has been applauded by safety specialists and horse lovers alike.
